Then the application will be
removed.

2.6 Command_Line Installation

The following instructions are for installing the solution files for List Collection in SharePoint 2016 by
using the SharePoint STSADM command line tool.

Required permissions

To use STSADM, you must be a member of the local Administrators group on the server.

To install List Collection to SharePoint servers
